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                                        NORTH KATANGA
HISTORICAL BACKGROUND SURVEY

In the early 20th century, Bishop Springer a USA citizen started planting UMC churches in the BelgianCongo.
The first Congolese elected bishop for the entire Congo was John Wesley Shungu whose temporal Episcopal residence was in Kamina (currently Kamina Center). As the church grew up, the Congo Episcopal Area was divided into two Annual conferences: Central Congo with Bishop Onema succeeding Bishop Shungu, and the South Congo with Bishop Ngoy Kimba Mwenze Wakadilo.

In 1962, the provisional North Katanga Annual conference was officially established thanks to the efforts of some pioneer pastors namely Ilunga K. David, Andre Mundele and Joel Bulaya. In 1976, Bishop Ngoy Kimba M. Wakadilo became the first Bishop of North Katanga Annual Conference. After his death, the current Bishop Ntambo N’kulu Ntanda was elected in 1996. He then came with a vision to develop the North Katanga in various fields.

Geographical description
The North Katanga Episcopal Area is in the Katanga province of the Democratic Republic of the Congo, formally Zaire. This country was also known as the Belgian Congo during the colonial period. North Katanga Episcopal Area is one of the three Episcopal Areas in the Congo and extends itself into Tanzania, covering hundreds of square kilometers.

The UMC Impact in North Katanga
The church in North Katanga has achieved a remarkable impact in the following areas:       
 1. Evangelism
So many churches were planted. Today, we count 36 Districts with an average of 15 to 27 local churches per District. We have 980 clergy, with an average of 27.2 pastors per District. Since August 2008, North Katanga Episcopal Area counts three Annual conferences: North Katanga, and two provisional conferences Tanganyika and Tanzania.

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The church growth is the result of the outreach program with new churches planted; accomplishment of a tremendous work through Campus ministry and Camp meetings program. As a result, so many local preachers were ordained.

2. Education 

North Katanga has 209 primary schools; 162 secondary schools; 8 colleges and 2 universities. Only 3 preschools are operational, yet the demand is high. Colleges and universities are training students in a three year program in:-Theology, Health Science, Education and Psychology, Information and Computer Technology, Public Health, French, English, History, Biology and Chemistry, Mathematics and physics, Agronomy, and Commercial Sciences. The church has the vision to educate the youth at low cost in rural areas; as it is said: “You can steal everything from me, but not my education.”
- North Katanga graduates from institutions outside the country
Bachelors: 25; Master’s: 08; PhD: 02 ; 13 continuing students in different domains. We acknowledge support from different partners who helped train future leaders; still we are looking forward to receiving more help following the current need.

3. Health
We have: 77 health centers among which 1 hospital in Kabongo), 2 clinics (Nyembo Umpungu and Shungu Memorial). 

- One hospital and two maternities are under construction in Kamina. 32 wells were drilled for clean water. 

- One nutrition center, - Water drainage to fight cholera 
- Distribution of mosquito nets, blankets and medicine to fight malaria.
-Kamina vision: Eye screening and eye glasses providing.
- Shungu Memorial Clinic is the only one providing HIV/AIDS Free Test and Counseling in Kamina.

Medical cost minimized thanks to the deployment of VIM medical teams in Kabongo and Kamina.
- Two pig raising farms

- Live stock (chicken, geese, turkey)

- Bee keeping and Fish pound

- We cultivate corns, groundnuts, sunflowers, beans, soya beans, Moringa trees, fruit trees.

- Kamisamba Agricultural training Center has trained three thousand villagers and demobilized soldiers.

5. Construction

- Ten thousand iron sheets were given to build churches and parsonages.

- Forty churches , forty five parsonages, seven schools and colleges; one hospital (to rehabilitate); one orphanage ; a conference center; Kamisamba Training Center; Kamisamba residence; Kabulo-Kisanga Air field; and two markets were built.

- Hydraform machine: Two machines were bought to make bricks in the rural areas where clay is not available.

6. Social welfare

- The church is taking care of 54 orphans and approximately 330 children in the external program. 

- 100 children are fed at the nutrition center.

- Widows and retired pastors are being taken care of.

- Deaf children and Deaf Adults are being taught a common Sign Language and trained in wood work and sewing.

- Kamina Friends organization is promoting small scale business activities to alleviate poverty through training and counseling. 

- Mama Nshimba’s Foyer promotes women’s literacy in reading, writing and home economic skills rendering them capable growing their families and sewing clothes for sale in order to pay school fees for their children. We also plan to restart the Lolo Nsangaji Women Home Economic Training Program. - The Special Program on Substance Abuse and Related Violence (SPSARV) is training people to avoid the consumption of drugs at all levels.

7. Income generating projects
To generate income, the UMC North Katanga has initiated the following projects:
- Carpentry: To equip churches, parsonages, schools and orphanages with needed furniture such as tables, chairs, pews and so forth.

-Woodmaizer: To produce beams. 

-Harmer mill: with capacity of grinding 45 tons per hour.

Corns come from Kamisamba farm as well as from the private people.

8. Church and State relation

The Church through Bishop Ntambo Nkulu Ntanda initiated and played a major role in Peace and Reconciliation process during the civil war period in our country (2003-2007). Moreover, the Church through World Food Program and UMCOR/NGO sheltered the internally displaced people, fed and clothed them. 

The church also provided the Government Water Supply Company with an electric transformer in order to respond to the shortage of clean water in the area. Because of the above, the church gained more trust from people as well as from the government which resulted in the election of Bishop Ntambo Nkulu Ntanda as a senator. Through his double position (Bishop and senator) he has achieved the following:

· Construction of a bridge at Nyundo

· Construction of a market in Maseke

· Market, Hospital and city council office in Kitenge

· Construction of Market in Kamina

· Distribution of medicines and blankets

· Channel or water drainage

· Distribution of bicycles

· Rehabilitation of Police office in Kamina

· Building of a school in Kilumbe

· Airport in Kabulo-Kisanga

· Distribution of bicycles, hoes and machetes.

9. Transport and communication
- Nine Ham Radios were distributed in districts to connect rural area to the Bishop’s office.

- Bicycles were distributed to pastors and spouses, orphans, retired pastors, teachers, church lay leaders, and Nutrition Centre workers.

- 9 motor bikes were distributed to district superintendents.

- 7vehicles were bought for the construction.

10. Wings of the Morning
- We have 4 aircraft and 2 not operating
- The church through the couple of the missionaries Ntanda Nkulu Ntambo Gaston renders tremendous free air services to the sick and facilitates transportation of medical supplies in the needed remote areas. Wings of the Morning also flies VIM teams to different places in North Katanga.
